August 22nd to September  7th, 2005

Camp Hale, near Aspen, CO is 
an old military base used by 
the Army for cold weather 
training during the Second 
World War. It was razed by 
mistake many years ago, only 
foundations of the buildings 
remain.  On Saturday evening, 
August 20, 2005 four Monaco 
Coaches rendezvoused there 
and were joined Sunday and 
Monday by eleven more. What  
 
did they have in common? All 
were members of “Monacos in 
Motion”  and all had an interest  

 
in off road four wheeling. John 
and Rita Ham, and Wade and 
Linda Myers were co-
wagonmasters for a sixteen 
day, four wheeling adventure. 
The skill levels of the 
participants varied from 
extremely experienced to raw 
beginners. There were four 
wheel drive vehicles from 
several manufacturers 
including Land Rover, Nissan, 
Tracker, GMC, and at least a 
half dozen different Jeep  
 
models. Some of the vehicles 
were extensively modified for 
off road use, some were just 
the way they came off the 
showroom floor.  
 
 

 
A typical day on the trail 
started with a 7:45am drivers 
meeting. We were at high 
altitudes and the weather was 
usually cool at this time, 
several days we had ice on the 
windshield. The caravan was 
formed and we departed for the 
trail at 8:00am. The caravan 
was led each day by one of the 
experienced drivers, usually 
the one most familiar with the 
trails we were to travel, and 
was ordered so that each 
inexperienced driver had a 
veteran either in front of or 
behind him/her. That’s right, 
him/her! Much of the off road 
driving was done by the 
women. Each morning the 
inexperienced driver who had 
followed the leader the 
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previous day rotated to the rear 
of the pack, immediately in 
front of the tail gunner, all the 
others moved up one spot with 
the experienced people staying 
in place. This gave us the 
opportunity to watch how an 
experienced driver did it one 
day and have that driver watch 
and coach us the next. That’s a 
very effective teaching 
technique. About noon we 
stopped for lunch, which was 
eaten picnic style if the 
weather was good, inside our 
vehicles if it was raining. Each 
couple provided their own 
lunch which usually consisted 
of either cold sandwiches or 
gourmet cooking prepared on 
the vehicle manifold. The 
afternoon consisted of more 
trailing and site seeing before 

we returned to camp 
about 3:00pm. 
 
The first two days we 
dry camped at Camp 
Hale and trailed out 
of there, then moved 
to Leadville, CO for 
two days of full 
hookups and more 
trailing followed by a 
travel day to Buena 
Vista, CO and a day 

of trailing. Next move was 
thirty four miles, thirteen of it 
over well maintained gravel. It 
involved taking our coaches 
over 
Cottonwood  
Pass, at an 
elevation of 
12,126 feet 
and down to 
Taylor Park 
Campground
. We stayed 
there for four 
days before 
moving on to 
Ouray, CO, 
where we 
remained for 
five more days. On the way we 
stopped for a boat ride in the 
Black Canyon at Gunnison, 
CO. It is a beautiful trip. The 

walk to and from 
the boat is tough, 
many people 
don’ t take it; they 
miss out. 
 
The rally was 
well organized. 
The trails started 
out at a novice 
level and got 
progressively 
more difficult as 
we developed our 

skills. The experienced drivers 
were very helpful and we 
learned much from them. Our 
driving skills increased each 
day, we didn’ t realize how 
much so until the last day 
when the trails were especially 
high, steep and narrow. We 
easily navigated obstacles that 
would have been impossible 
for us a week earlier.  
We had the opportunity to 
view numerous species of 
wildlife, colorful wild flowers, 
beautiful waterfalls, ghost 
towns and many mine ruins. 
Thousands of pictures were 

taken, some at altitudes as high 
as 14,000’ , as we tried to 
capture the beauty and 
grandeur of what we were 
seeing. Photographs do not do 
the area justice. 
 
Meals were catered, eaten out, 
potlucked and prepared by the 
caravanners. The women 
prepared three excellent 
dinners, the men two 
breakfasts. Three vehicles had 
flat tires and a couple received 
some minor scrapes, none 
suffered major damage. 
 
This was an excellent caravan, 
we traveled at least two dozen 
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trails with names like 
“Mosquito Pass” , “Corkscrew 
Gulch” , Black Bear Pass” , 
“Yankee Boy Basin”  and 
“Chinamans Gulch Loop” . I 
recommend it to anyone who 
enjoys adventure, nature and 
history and doesn’ t mind 
looking out their side window 
at thousand foot drop offs just 
inches away. Thank you John 
& Rita, Wade & Linda and all 
your experienced help for a 
great adventure.

Reservations are made for all 
the campgrounds.  The group 
will meet in our home area, 
Powhatan, Virginia, at Cozy 
Acres Campground.  This nice 
facility is owned by fellow 
Monaco owners and is 
centrally located for 
sightseeing in Richmond, 
Appomattox, and 
Charlottesville.  Two bus tours 
are being arranged to 

Richmond for the group to take 
in such sights as the Virginia 
Historical Society, a canal 
cruise along the James River-
Kanawaha Canal, Hollywood 
Cemetery where U.S. 
Presidents James Monroe and 
John Tyler are buried, the 
Tredegar Iron Works Civil 
War Visitors Center, Church 
Hill and St. John©s Church 
where Patrick Henry said "give 
me liberty or give me death", 
Capitol Square and the 
Governor©s Mansion, and the 
Museum and White House of 
the Confederacy.  We©ll 
carpool to Appomattox 
Courthouse National Historic 
Park.  A third bus tour from 
Cozy Acres will take us to 
Charlottesville to visit Thomas 
Jefferson©s home Monticello, 
to lunch at Michie Tavern, to 
tour the University of Virginia 
grounds, and to tour and taste 
at a winery.  There will be a 
free day to rest before the 
caravan travels to 
Fredericksburg KOA.  
From here, we©ll take a great 
narrated trolley tour of historic 
Fredericksburg, visit the 
wenches at Rising Sun Tavern, 
visit the home of George 
Washington©s mother, and visit 
the Fredericksburg and 
Chancellorsville Civil War 
battlefields.  We©ve just 
"discovered" another great 
Virginia attraction for our stop 
in Fredericksburg--George 
Washington Birthplace 
National Monument.  
This beautiful park features a 
lovely site and farm on the 
shores of Pope©s Creek along 
with a nice picnic pavilion.  
From Fredericksburg, the 
caravan travels to American 
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Heritage RV Park in 
Williamsburg.  We love the 
clubhouse and large fireplace 
at this campground!  We©ll 
have fun one evening at the 
Music Theatre of 
Williamsburg and enjoy the 
sites of Colonial Williamsburg.  
We©ll also visit Jamestown in 
its 399th year since the first 
English settlers landed in 
Virginia.  There©s lots 
happening there in anticipation 
of the 400th birthday in 2007.  
We©ll also visit Yorktown, 
surrender site of the 
Revolutionary War and a 
nicely preserved colonial town.  
Do you collect stamps in a 
Passport to National Parks 
book?  This caravan will give 
you the opportunity to collect 7 
stamps! 
 
What about food?  Our favorite 
Turner©s BBQ in Powhatan 
will be called on to cater a 
dinner.  We©ll have lunches out 
in Richmond as we tour by 
bus--one at a new restaurant in 
a historic area and once in a 
restaurant of your choice in an 
eclectic shopping area.  We©ll 
take a tailgate picnic to 
Appomattox.  Michie Tavern 
in Charlottesville was 
mentioned above--the tasty 
chicken deserves mentioning 
again!  Cozy Acres 
Campground has a good 
clubhouse for several other 
meals together.  We©ll have 
lunch in Fredericksburg after 
the trolley tour, a picnic lunch 
at the George Washington 
Birthplace, and a pizza party 
the day we tour the 
battlefields.  We©ll have a big 
breakfast before we travel to 
Williamsburg.  There, we 

won©t want to miss the 
delicious Sunday brunch at the 
Williamsburg Lodge.  We©ll 
also visit a nice buffet for 
dinner.

Come join us in the Land of 
Enchantment for a Scenic, 
Cultural, Historic and 
Adventure tour of our 47th 
state, New Mexico . We will 
be starting our adventure in 
Santa Fe.  Santa Fe, along with 
Taos, have evolved to become 
the second largest art market in 
the US - only New York City 
sells more artwork than these 
two cities.  We have several 
tours and events planned for 
Santa Fe before we leave to 
explore Bandalier.  We will be 
driving over beautiful 
mountain back roads to the site 
of the Bandalier Cliff 
Dwellings. These historic and 
well preserved cliff dwellings 
are unique in the southwest for 
their setting and beauty.  On to 
Taos, an ancient pueblo over 
1000 years old.

Puebloan culture.  On to 
Gallup for several days of 
adventure and quality 
shopping.  It has been said that 
80% of all native jewelry 
passes through Gallup on its 
way to the other markets.  It is 
a town of over one hundred 
trading posts and pawn shops 
where most of the Native 
American cottage craftsmen 
sell and trade their wares.  And 
for those adventurous sorts, we 
have made special 
arrangements for an optional 
hot air balloon ride over the 
spectacular Red Rock Canyon 
area during our stay in 
Gallup.   The next few days 
will find us in the El Morro 
National Monument.  We will 
tour the monument, spend an 
optional afternoon at the Wild 
Spirit Wolf Sanctuary and then 
head to the town of Zuni, home 
of the Zuni Pueblo.  While 
there, we will have a private 
tour of their famous church, 
which has been recently 
renovated.  We will also be 
privileged to visit the homes of 
a local award-winning potterer 
and a talented silversmith.  
They will demonstrate for us 
their crafts and will answer any 
questions we might have.  On 
the way to Albuquerque, we 
will have a individualized 
guided tour of the oldest, 
continually inhabited city in 
North America - Acoma 
Pueblo (Sky City).   

We will land in Albuquerque 
just in time for the 
Tricentennial celebration of 
this fascinating city.  We will 

spend four days in Balloon 
Park witnessing the most 
photographed event in the 
world - the Albuquerque 
Balloon Festival.  If you have 
not seen this spectacular event, 
you are in for a real treat. 
Where else in the world can 
you find 60,000 people out on 
a grassy field at 6 am in the 
morning long before sun rise 
eating breakfast burritos and 
drinking steaming hot coffee?  
Only at the Balloon Fiesta!   

During the days when the 
balloons are not rising, we will 
take a couple of side trips to 
further explore the surrounding 
areas.  One day, we will take 
the world©s longest tramway to 
the top of 10,300 foot Sandia 
Peak for lunch and a 
spectacular view of the 11,000 
square mile panorama 
stretching before us. The next 
day, we will drive to nearby 
Santa Fe where we will tour 
the Shidoni Bronze Foundry 
and Sculpture Gardens. There 
will be plenty of time in the 
afternoon and evening to 
experience Santa Fe before 
heading back to Albuquerque 
that evening.  We will cap off 
our New Mexico adventure 
with an optional extension to 
the Lincoln County Cowboy 
Symposium to experience 
some of the best Cowboy 
talent in the nation.  If you 
continue along with us to Las 
Cruces, we have arranged for 
those that are interested to go 
artifact hunting on some 
private lands and to spend an 
afternoon learning flint 
knapping from one of New 
Mexico©s best.  If you are not 
yet convinced that this is a trip 
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of a lifetime, check out our 
planned route on the club’s 
web site for the first half of our 
adventure. 

This caravan will be a 
wonderful opportunity to learn 
about the history, culture, 
geology and crafts of this true 
Land of Enchantment!  While 
we will have plenty of free 
time for shopping, hiking, 
trekking, relaxing and 
socializing, this will be an 
active tour.  We have many 
tours planned and the days are 
filled with activities.

The 
election of new officers will 
take place in Minot, N.D.

September 14, 2005 
 
I attended both sessions of the 
Governing Board Meeting on 
Monday, August 15, 2005, in 
Minot, North Dakota. 
 
The board consists of 499 
members with 411 in 
attendance at the morning 
session and 419 attending the 
afternoon session. 
 
The 2006 budget of 
$16,337,605 was approved 
with very few questions. 
 
Several policy and procedures 
were discussed and voted on.   
 
Proposal #1 to implement the 
change to elect the National 
President and National Senior 
Vice President for a two year 
term and the Secretary and 
Treasurer the opposite year for 
a two year terms failed.  The 
four officers will be elected at 
the same time for two year 
terms. 
 
Proposal #2 for the election of 
the area vice presidents per the 
implementation schedule was 
voted on and failed.  
Therefore, five will be elected 
one year and five the next year, 
which is the same as in the 
past. 
 
Proposal #3, Policy and 
Procedure #2028 on 
campaign/election activities 
was changed from the 

Executive Board to the 
Governing Board to establish 
the policy and procedure and 
to see that they are complied 
with. 
 
These future convention sites 
were recommended: 
Pomona, CA – March 20, 21, 
22, 23, 2006 
Charlotte, NC – August 14, 15, 
16, 17, 2006 
Perry, GA – March 2007 
Gillette, WY – Summer 2007 
Pomona, CA – Winter 2008 
 
The family registration fee for 
Pomona, CA and Charlotte, 
NC has been set at $119.00 by 
the Board of Directors of 
Family Motor Coaching, Inc.
